2) 1H2 drums or 4H2 boxes equivalent to packing group II; or

3) 1A2 drums or 4A boxes fitted with a polyethylene bag and 
equivalent to packing group II.
Â Polyethylene bag requires impact resistance of at least 480grams in both 

parallel and perpendicular planes with respect to the length of the bag; 
minimum of 500 microns of thickness with an electrical resistivity of 
more than 10Mohms and a water absorption rate over 24 hours at 25°C 
lower than 0.01%; shall be closed and may only be used once.
